BOWING:  Lots of examples of 2-note slurs on the beat here, with a few cross-beat slurs to help smooth it out. 

This tune also crosses a lot of strings in a short period of time, like many Old Time tunes.  Don't forget to 

change the level of your arm to make it clean.
